NEW BUSINESS

1. Revisions to the preliminary Land Development plan for Penn Manor High School

The Commission recognized James Hocker to give an update on the District’s plan
submission.

Since the District’s last submission to Planning, a good deal of the Borough Engineer’s
comments in the review letter have been considered, reviewed and taken care of.

The Commission then discussed consideration of Modification Requests #5 & #6.
